PSAT TESTING - OCTOBER 12, 2011 
ALHS juniors and selected sophomores  will 
be taking the PSAT test on Wednesday 
morning, October 12, 2011.  The PSAT is a 
test that measures skills that are important 
for success in college: verbal reasoning, criti-
cal reading, math problem solving, and writ-
ing.  Taking the PSAT enables students to 
get feedback about critical academic skills, 
receive information from colleges, enter 
scholarship competitions, and practice for 
the SAT.  You can find out more about 
what’s on the test and how to prepare for it 
by logging onto www.collegeboard.com.  
Click on ―For Students,‖ then click on 
―PSAT/NMSQT‖ under ―College Board 
Tests.‖  The PSAT is the qualifying test for 
entry to the National Merit Scholarship Cor-
poration (NMSC) competitions for college 
scholarships that will be awarded to mem-
bers of the class of 2013. 
   This year our juniors will be taking a PSAT 
practice test on Wednesday, September 7, 
2011.  Their tests will be scored by the 
Princeton Review and returned to them on 
September 21, 2011 when we begin the first 
of three strategy sessions conducted by the 
Princeton Review for all juniors.  Subsequent 
preparatory sessions will be during the 
school day on September 28, 2011 and  
October 5, 2011, in preparation for the ac-
tual PSAT on Wednesday October 12, 2011.  
Our goal is to make our juniors as knowl-

edgeable as possible about the test format, 
test strategies, and their own individual test-
taking skills in an effort to help them score 
as well as possible on the PSAT.  

PLAN TEST - OCTOBER 12, 2011  
Sophomores will be taking the PLAN test 
on Wednesday morning, October 12, 
2011.  The PLAN is a preliminary ACT test 
that measures academic skills and abilities 
students have developed up to this point, 
and includes tests in English, math, reading 
and science reasoning.  It gives students an 
opportunity to practice for the ACT, which 
is the college admissions test taken by  most 
students at ALHS. 
The PLAN also includes an interest inven-
tory whose results will give the student some 
ideas about the kinds of career paths and 
occupations she/he might like.  Most stu-
dents find this the most interesting part of 
their test results.  If you are a student who is 
not sure what career would be right for you, 
the PLAN will help you to gain some insight 
into the types of careers you might like. 

EXPLORE TEST - OCTOBER 12, 2011 
EXPLORE helps students identify areas of 
academic strength and weakness in four 
areas important for success in college and 
the workplace - English, math, reading, and 
science.  Since EXPLORE is a curriculum-
based test, EXPLORE scores show the 
knowledge and skills that students are likely 
to have in each of these areas.  EXPLORE 
also includes a career planning component 
designed to help students consider possible 
career options.  EXPLORE can provide 
your son/daughter with an early indicator of 
readiness for college, provide important 
information for building a high school 
course plan, and help him/her identify ca-
reers in which he/she might be interested. –
www.act.org 

ACT & SAT TESTING 
ACT - To find dates, test locations, and test 
fees, logon to www.act.org or 
www.actstudent.org.  You are encouraged to 
register on-line to take the ACT.  Give your-
self at least half an hour to register, and have 
a credit card number handy.  We highly rec-
ommend taking the ACT PLUS Writing. 
SAT - Logon to www.collegeboard.com for 
test information and registration.  To regis-
ter, give yourself half an hour and keep your 
credit card number handy.

LEGAL RAMIFICATIONS OF INAPPROPRIATE TEXTING  
 
 
We continue to operate proactively as we work with our teenagers.  In the 
State of Ohio there have been teenage suicides related to inappropriate 
texting.  With this in mind, we want to once again remind everyone of 
both the emotional and the legal ramifications of inappropriate texting.    
 
If you are a juvenile and you take a naked photo of yourself or a photo of 
yourself illustrating a sexual act, you are creating child pornography 
which is a second degree felony.  If you in turn send this same photo to 
others, you are disseminating child pornography which is a fifth degree 
felony.  Individuals can be criminally charged for this type of activity 
which can result in jail time.  If you are over the age of 18, you may be re-
quired to be registered as a sex offender for 15 years to life.  
 
Please understand that if this same activity occurs at school there will 
also be disciplinary consequences in addition to the legal charges.
